he Unlverslty of Mlchlsan is rolling out
the orange - as in construction bar-
ricades - after raising most of the

green for a $500 million capital campaign
to heip fund several Ann Arbor campus
construction proj ects.

The university's campus and nearby
health center began the academic year
with at least seven pending construction
projects totaling more than $i.2 billion.
Four more projects totaling $122.6 million
reached completion this year.

"We do have a lot going on," said Sue
Gott, university planner for UM Archltee
ture Englneerlng and Constructlon, the de-

partment that oversees
the design and construc-
tion on buildings, utili-
ties and infrastructure.
"And it extends across
all ofour operations."

Henry Baier, associ-
ate vice president of fa-
cilities and operations
at uM, said the surge of
construction projects is
a result of several local

economic factors converging.
Medical campus improvements, most

notably the replacement hospital complex
for the C.S. Mott Children's Hospltal and
Women's Hospltal, are to meet increased de-
mand for health care services and rejuve-
nate the aging infrastructure at the exist-
ing hospital buildings. A Michigan
Stadium expansion, he said, was partly a
business decision to grow ticket revenue
by meetinga shift in demand for amenities
at athletic events.

Residential projects, such as the North
Quad Residential and Academic Complex
and a new dining hall, he said, are partly an
attempt to ofer more capacity and appeal-
ing housing options to undergraduate stu-
denæ. The city ofAnn Arbor previously has
approached the university about what it
can do to help ease a tight local housing
market packed with oñcampus housing, he
said.

The construction and renovation draws
on several funding sources, including the
capital campaign, which concludes at
year's end.

"There haven't been a lot of capital out-
lay projects approved for tlte state's (col-
leges and universities) to build in the last
few decades, and the support we do receive
is generally small and episodic," said
Robert Groves, associate vice president of
development at UM. "So Michigan has had
